He applied for pension Apr 22 1891 from IL, not approved.
In the 1900 census he and Melvina were living near Nortonville, Morgan 
Co.  IL. Melvina is buried in Youngblood Cemetery in Nortonville.  Samuel 
was born 25 Mar 1827 and died 25 Feb 1905. Samuel and Sarah are 
buried in Sheppard Cemetery in Greene Co., IL.
